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One of the more exciting recent developments in the humanities and social sciences has been the
attempt to explore the enormous body of theory that has been generated in cultures throughout
the world and to bring this body of indigenous theory into conversation with Western
theory. This paper will attempt a small contribution to this larger project by discussing some of
the indigenous theories concerning ritual that developed in the classical Chinese tradition.

Michael Puett is the Walter C. Klein Professor of Chinese History in the Department of East
Asian Languages and Civilizations as well as the Chair of the Committee on the Study of Religion
at Harvard University. His interests are focused on the inter-relations between anthropology,
history, religion, and philosophy.
