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The workshop is a part of a broader initiative aimed at establishing a research group of mainly
Europe-based, researchers with a common interest in Early Medieval China, which might
stimulate research into this period of Chinese history and contribute to the founding of a
specialized “field” with connected communities pursuing the same research interests.
Participants of the workshop will present the outcomes of their individual research ranging
from archaeology and art history, political and institutional history, historiography and
geography to philosophy and literature. It is hoped that the workshop will help to draw
attention to this fascinating period of Chinese history and will initiate a fruitful discussion on
research topics which might be shared by Early Medieval China scholars Europe-wide.
